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David Robinson, the great

center who helped the Spurs

win two of their four champion-

ships, will be announced Mon-

day as a member of the Nais-

mith Memorial Basketball Hall

of Fame.
The official announcement of

the members of the hall’s Class

of 2009 will be made in Detroit,

where Monday’s NCAA cham-

pionship game is to be played.

Robinson’s selection by the Hall

of Fame’s Honor Committee, a

select panel of 24 voters, was

confirmed Thursday by sources

connected with the hall.

Others expected to make it

are Michael Jordan and John

Stockton.
Robinson retired from the

Spurs after a 14-year career that

didn’t begin until age 24 because

he served two years in the Navy

following his 1987 graduation

from the Naval Academy.

He ended his career in a blaze

of glory. In his final game in sil-

LONDON — Struggling to bridge deep divides

over how to revive the paralyzed global economy,

leaders of the world’s largest economies agreed

Thursday to bail out developing countries, stim-

ulate world trade and regulate financial firms

more stringently.

But President Barack Obama conceded there

were “no guarantees” the measures would re-

verse the biggest global downturn in six decades.

British Prime Minister Gordon Brown, host of

the Group of 20 summit, announced at its conclu-

sion that the leaders had committed to $1.1 tril-

lion in new funds that would greatly increase the

capital available to the International Monetary

Fund.
The goal would be a revival in trade, which is

expected to contract for the first time in 30 years.

The combination of loans and guarantees fell

short of an injection of fresh fiscal stimuli into

the economic bloodstream — the result of a split
